• Potential shown within clay target shooting since taking up the sport. 
• Positive attitude towards learning new skills. 
• Willingness to commit to training. 

 
Athletes selected are expected to represent the GSA positively in coaching and 
competition and may be required to wear GSA uniform when competing.
